TENTATIVE RULING: 

Respondent’s Motion to Quash Service of Petition for Writ of Mandate is DENIED.

 A writ of mandate may be either alternative or peremptory. (CCP § 1087)  In a trial court, if no alternative writ is sought, proof of 

service of a copy of the petition need not accompany the application for a writ at the time of filing, but proof of service of a copy 

of the filed petition must be lodged with the court prior to a hearing or any action by the court. ( CCP § 1088.5) Petitioner is 

required to serve the petition just as he would serve summons and complaint on any public entity. ( CCP § 416.50)  There court 

finds no requirement that a summons issue or be served upon the Respondent for a writ of mandate.

Petitioner has properly served the petition. The writ must be served in the same manner as a summons in a civil action, except 

when otherwise expressly directed by order of the court. (CCP §1096)  

Respondent is ordered to file a responsive pleading pursuant to CCP § 418.10(b).

PARTIES TO APPEAR

As per Amador Local Rules of Court, rule 4.03, subdivision F, the tentative ruling procedures do not apply in any case in which a 

self-represented party in the custody of the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation. Plaintiff is incarcerated at 

MCSP. The parties are ordered to appear for hearing on the above tentative ruling. Plaintiff is authorized to appear by telephone 

using the CourtCall system. Orders will be made at time of hearing.
